Complex Sentences

e A complex sentence consists of two independent clauses, each with a subject
and a verb.

e These clauses are connected by a relative pronoun or a subordinating

conjunction.

o Example: We will set an appointment on Tuesday when we are both available.
v’ First clause: We (subject) will set (verb)
v' Second clause: We (subject) are (verb)
v Connector: when

Conditional Sentences

e These sentences express a condition and its consequence.
e Four Types of Conditional Sentences:
1. Zero Conditional (for facts & scientific truths)
= Structure: If + present simple, present simple
= Example: If you mix red and blue, you get purple.
2. First Conditional (for real possibilities in the future)
= Structure: If + present simple, future simple
= Example: If you study for the quiz, you will succeed in it.
3. Second Conditional (for imaginary or unlikely situations)
= Structure: If + past simple, would + base verb
= Example: If | were you, | would buy this book.
= Note: “Were” is used for all subjects in the if-clause.
4. Third Conditional (for past hypotheticals & regrets)
= Structure: If + past perfect, would have + past participle
= Example: If you had done your homework, you would have

understood the topic better.
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Relative Pronouns (Relative Clauses)

Used to connect a clause to a noun or pronoun.

Common Relative Pronouns:

= Who (for people, replaces subject pronouns)
v' Example: It was my husband who spoke to you yesterday.

=  Which (for objects & animals)
v' Example: The phone which was on the table was mine.

= That (for people & things, replaces object of the second clause)
v' Example: This is the book that everyone is talking about.

= Whose (indicates possession)

v' Example: She is the scientist whose research changed the way we

understand climate change.

= Whom (replaces object pronouns)

v' Example: The teacher, whom the children respect, gave an inspiring

lecture.
* When & Where (used as relative adverbs for time & place)
v When - Example: | remember the day when we first met.

v" Where - Example: This is the park where we usually have
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
