1. What Adjectives Are

Adjectives are words used to describe nouns, providing more details about their
qualities or characteristics. They make language more vivid and precise by

describing aspects such as:

Size (Example: small, large)

Colour (Example: blue, green)

Shape (Example: round, square)

Quantity (Example: many, few)

Emotions (Example: happy, sad)

Example:

e "The red apple" — Here, "red" describes the colour of the apple, making the

sentence more specific and descriptive.
2. Adjective Order
In English, adjectives follow a specific order in a noun phrase:
1. Determiners/Articles: (Example: a, an, the)
2. Observation/Opinion: (Example: beautiful, delicious)
3. Size: (Example: large, tiny)
4. Shape: (Example: square, round)
5. Age: (Example: ancient, young)
6. colour: (Example: red, blue)
7. Proper Adjective: (Example: Shakespearean, Italian)

8. Qualifier/Category: (Example: wooden cupboard, racing car)
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Example:

n

o "The beautiful large round ancient brown lItalian table

In this sentence:

v "beautiful" expresses an opinion,
v "large" indicates size,

v "round" describes shape,

v "ancient" refers to age,

v "brown" shows colour,

v "ltalian" is a proper adjective.
The adjectives are placed in the correct order, making the sentence sound

natural.
3. Comparative and Superlative Terms
« Comparative Adjectives: Used to compare two things.

« Superlative Adjectives: Used to describe the highest degree of a quality

among three or more things.
Comparative Examples:

o '"Liat is taller than her friend."

Here, "taller” shows a comparison between two people.

"The current Amirnet test was easier than the previous one."
"Easier" is a comparative adjective indicating that the current test was less

difficult than the previous one.
Superlative Examples:

e '"Liatis the tallest woman in the room."
"Tallest™ describes Liat as having the highest degree of height compared to

everyone else in the room.
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o '"Elephants are the biggest animals | have ever seen.”

"Biggest" expresses the highest degree of size.

4. Irregular Comparative and Superlative Adjectives

Some adjectives do not follow the regular pattern of adding -er or -est. Instead, they

have irregular forms:

The Comparison | Superlative | Example of a Sentence

5. Making Equal Comparisons with "as...as"

To express equality between two things, use the pattern:

e as + adjective + as

Examples:

e "She is as tall as her brother." — This means both have the same height.

o "This test is not as difficult as the last one." — This shows the current test is

easier than the previous one.

Common Mistake:

Incorrect: "He is as more intelligent as his friend."
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Correct: "He is as intelligent as his friend."

Explanation: The word "more" should not be used in the "as...as" structure.
6. Participial Adjectives
Participial adjectives are formed from verbs and end in -ing or -ed:

e -ing adjectives: describe the cause of a feeling

o -ed adjectives: describe the person or thing experiencing the feeling
Examples:

o "The movie was exciting, so I felt excited."”
"Exciting" describes the cause (the movie), while "excited" describes the

feeling (the viewer’s reaction).

« "She is bored because the lecture is boring."

"Bored" indicates her feeling, while "boring" describes the lecture.

Common Mistake:

Incorrect: "/ feel boring in class.”

Correct: "l feel bored in class.”

Explanation: "Boring" describes something that causes boredom, while "bored"

describes the feeling of the person.
7. Advanced Adjective and Preposition Combinations

Some adjectives always pair with specific prepositions. Using incorrect prepositions

can change the meaning or make the sentence sound unnatural.

Common Combinations:

Afraid of: "She is afraid of spiders."

Interested in: "He is interested in politics."

Capable of: "She is capable of solving problems."

Opposed to: "They are opposed to the new policy."
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e Accustomed to: "He is accustomed to waking up early."
Additional Examples:
o '"He is fascinated by astronomy." — The preposition "by" is required.
e "l am concerned about your health." — "about" follows "concerned" naturally.
e "She is married to a doctor." — "to" is the correct preposition with "married."
Conclusion

Mastering adjectives, including their order, comparative and superlative forms,
irregular cases, equal comparisons, participial forms, and preposition combinations,

enhances descriptive language skills.
