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Restatements — Summary

The lesson focuses on restatement questions, which require test-takers to express
the same idea in different words. Restatement is a key skill in the Amirnet test and
helps learners develop an understanding of synonyms, grammar, sentence

structures, and logical relationships within sentences.

Strategies for Identifying the Correct Restatement

1. Identifying Synonyms

Restatements often use words with similar meanings to rephrase a sentence while

maintaining its intent.
Example:

« Original Sentence: The manager was furious about the mistake.
« Restated Sentence: The manager was extremely angry about the error.

e Furious and extremely angry mean the same thing, as do mistake and error.

2. Active & Passive Voice

Sentences can be restated by switching between active and passive voice.

Example:

o Active: The teacher gave the students an assignment.

o Passive: The students were given an assignment by the teacher.

Here, the meaning remains unchanged, but the structure shifts from active (the

teacher performing the action) to passive (the students receiving the action).

3. Word Order Changes

The order of words can be changed without altering meaning.
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Example:

« Original Sentence: Although the project faced numerous challenges, the
team managed to meet all deadlines.
« Restated Sentence: Despite facing numerous challenges, the team managed

to meet all deadlines.

Here, although is replaced with despite, which requires changing the project faced to
facing (gerund phrase). The meaning stays the same, but the sentence structure is

adjusted.

4. Logical Connectors

Restatements can involve changes in how ideas are connected.

Example:

o Original Sentence: He was late because he missed the bus.

+ Restated Sentence: He missed the bus. As a result, he was late.

The original sentence uses because to link cause and effect. The restatement splits

the sentence into two, using as a result instead.

5. Grammatical Structures

Restatements can involve changes in grammatical structures, including:

A. Conditional Sentences

Conditionals can be rewritten while maintaining meaning.

Example:

o Original: If you had studied harder, you would have passed the test.

« Restated: You didn’t pass the test because you didn’t study hard enough.
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The conditional phrase (If you had studied harder) is removed, and the sentence is

rewritten in a factual way (You didn’t study hard enough).
B. Modal Verbs

Modal verbs can be restated using equivalent expressions.
Examples:

e You must wear a seatbelt. — It is necessary to wear a seatbelt.
e You must not smoke here. — It is forbidden to smoke here.

e She can swim. — She is able to swim.

C. Quantifiers & Indefinite Pronouns

Words like everyone, few, and some can be reworded while keeping meaning intact.

Example:

« Original Sentence: Although everyone contributed to the project, there were
few who truly went above and beyond.
« Restated Sentence: While all took part in the project, only a few made an

exceptional effort.
Here, everyone becomes all, and few changes to only a few.

Eliminating Incorrect Answers

Incorrect restatements can be identified by checking for logical errors and

structural inconsistencies.

1. Moving Descriptions

Incorrect restatements sometimes change the placement of key descriptions, making

the sentence unclear.
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Example:

e Original: The new policy, which was introduced last month, has significantly
improved employee productivity.
e Incorrect: The new policy improved employee productivity, which was

introduced last month.

This incorrect version makes it seem like employee productivity was introduced last

month instead of the policy.
Correct Restatement:

« Employee productivity has been significantly improved by the new policy,

which was introduced last month.

2. Contradictory Information

Incorrect restatements sometimes introduce contradictions.
Example:

« Original: If a car is not maintained regularly, it is likely to break down.

e Incorrect: If a car is maintained regularly, it is unlikely to break down.

The incorrect sentence assumes that regular maintenance guarantees no

breakdowns, which is not stated in the original.
Correct Restatement:
o Cars that are not maintained regularly are prone to breaking down.

3. Logical Connection Errors

Incorrect restatements may alter the cause-effect relationship.

Example:
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o Original: Despite the heavy rain, the football match continued as planned.
e Incorrect: The football match continued as planned because of the heavy

rain.

This incorrect version changes the meaning—rain was an obstacle, not the reason

the match continued.
Correct Restatement:
« Although it was raining heavily, the football match proceeded as scheduled.

4. Time-Related Errors

Changes in time-related words can distort meaning.
Example:

e Original: The concert, which is scheduled for Friday, has been postponed to
Saturday.

e Incorrect: The concert has been advanced to Saturday.

The incorrect version suggests the concert was moved to an earlier date, whereas

postponed means it was moved later.
Correct Restatement:
e The concert, scheduled for Friday, has been moved to Saturday.

Option 1 (Incorrect)

Reason:

e This option reverses the cause-effect relationship from the original
sentence.

e Original: The English novel became popular because of the success of
Dickens and Hardy.

o Option 1: It states that Dickens and Hardy were only successful because of
their popularity, implying the authors' fame led to their success, rather than
their success leading to the novel's popularity.

« Since this alters the logical relationship, it is incorrect.

Option 2 (Incorrect)

Reason:

o This option shifts the focus to Dickens and Hardy’s popularity, rather than
the English novel’s rise in popularity.
« Original: The English novel became popular due to the success of Dickens

and Hardy.
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Option 2: It suggests that Dickens and Hardy themselves gained
popularity because of their novels.

While their novels were successful, the original sentence does not focus on
the authors' popularity—it emphasizes that their success led to the novel's
rise.

This is an incorrect shift in focus and changes the cause-effect

relationship.

Option 3 (Correct)

Reason:

This option accurately restates the original sentence while maintaining the
cause-effect relationship.

Original: The English novel became popular because of Dickens and
Hardy.

Option 3: "It was mostly because of Dickens and Hardy, two writers in the
nineteenth century, that the English novel gained popularity.”

The phrase "It was mostly because of" correctly mirrors "was largely due to",
keeping the meaning intact.

The structure is changed slightly, but the meaning remains exactly the
same.

Since it preserves the logical connection, it is the correct answer.

Option 4 (Incorrect)

Reason:

This option reverses the cause-effect relationship.

Original: The English novel became popular due to the success of
Dickens and Hardy.

Option 4: It states that the novel’s popularity helped make Dickens and

Hardy successful.
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o This is the opposite of what the original sentence is saying.

« Since it flips the logical connection, it is incorrect.
Final Answer for Example 1:

Option 3: is the correct choice because it preserves the original cause-effect

relationship, correctly uses synonyms, and does not alter the meaning.

Key Takeaways

Option A (Correct)

Reason:
« This option correctly paraphrases the original sentence while maintaining its
meaning.

o "Aside from" is correctly replaced with "in addition to".
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e "Many responsibilities accompany parenting" is restated as "Being a parent
involves many responsibilities".

« The logical connection remains the same: Parenting includes both
responsibilities and love.

_Option B (Incorrect)

Reason:
e This sentence adds extra information that is not mentioned in the original.
e The phrase "learn to love" suggests that parents develop love over time, but
the original sentence does not imply this.
o The focus in the original is on responsibilities and love as a given, not
something that is learned.

Option C (Incorrect)

Reason:

e This option changes the focus by stating that loving children is just one
responsibility among many.

o However, the original sentence treats love as separate from responsibilities,
not as one of them.

e The original emphasizes that responsibilities come along with parenting, aside
from love, while this option suggests that love itself is just another
responsibility.

Option D (Incorrect)

Reason:
e This option introduces contradictory information.
« The original sentence does not imply that some responsible parents don’t love
their children.
e Instead, it simply states that parenting involves both responsibilities and love,

without making any judgment about whether all parents provide love.
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Final Answer for Example 2:
Option A is the best restatement because it maintains the original meaning, correctly
uses synonyms (aside from — in addition to), and keeps the logical connection

intact.

Analysis of Each Answer Choice

_Option A (Correct)

Reason:
« This option preserves the original meaning while using valid paraphrasing
techniques.
o "Attributed to famous scientists" is correctly reworded as "people credit

famous scientists with".
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« "Merely completed a process that was already developing" is restated as "only
completing a process already begun".
e The phrase "sooner or later, would have been completed by others" is

effectively restated as "would eventually have been made by others".

Key Factors
o The cause-effect relationship is maintained (scientists completing ongoing
processes, not creating them from scratch).
e The sentence structure is slightly modified, but the logical meaning remains
intact.

Option B (Incorrect)

Reason:

o This sentence shifts the focus from scientists being credited for discoveries to
scientists themselves attributing discoveries to past processes.

« The original sentence does not state that scientists personally recognize
previous work; rather, it states that they are credited with completing an
existing process.

e The phrase "not necessarily completed by others" weakens the original
certainty (sooner or later, others would have completed it), altering the
meaning.

Option C (Incorrect)

Reason:

e This sentence adds extra information not present in the original.

e The phrase "are recognized as being the result of a long process of
development" introduces a new idea—that recognition happens later—which
is not mentioned in the original sentence.

o It also shifts the phrase "sooner or later" to describe recognition rather than

completion of discoveries, changing the original meaning.
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_Option D (Incorrect)

Reason:
e This option completely distorts the original meaning.
« The original sentence suggests that scientists become famous for discoveries
that were inevitable (they merely completed them).
« However, this option implies the opposite—that scientists become famous for
making a discovery rather than completing prior work.
« This reverses the logical connection between scientists and discovery

processes.

Final Answer for Example 3

Option A is the correct choice because it preserves the logical structure, uses

appropriate synonyms, and does not add or distort information.

By using strategies like synonym replacement, logical connection analysis, and

elimination of incorrect answers, you can successfully tackle restatement questions.
The incorrect options in these examples alter the cause-effect relationship, introduce
new information, or distort the original meaning. The correct answers maintain the

intended message while restructuring the sentence.
